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This instruction specifies the uniform cadets shall wear while performing the Cadet Physical Fitness Test.

1. The basic uniform is the bdu with blouse removed.


2. Cadets shall wear appropriate footwear during all phases of the test. Appropriate footwear is defined as: running, cross-training, or other athletic shoes. Inappropriate footwear includes: combat or jungle boots, socks, bare feet, sandals, or other as determined by the commander or senior member supervising the administration of the CPFT.

3. Cadets failing to meet these requirements will not be permitted to take the CPFT.
