Instructions for FEMA Courses and Exams

After 31 December 2008, certain FEMA Courses and Exams are required to attain and maintain all Emergency Services Qualifications. At that time, the following FEMA Courses will be required in addition to General Emergency Services (GES) 116 Part 1:

All Ground Team Members,

Mission Staff Assistants, and
Mission Radio Operators 

IS-100, IS-700

Ground Team Leaders


IS-100, IS-200 and IS-700

Ground Branch Directors

IS-100, IS-200, IS-300, IS-700, and IS-800

You may access each of these FEMA Courses Evergreen Composite Squadron website. Click on "Emergency Services" in the Site Navigation section in the left column. On the ES page look for the "Links" box at the top of the right column.  Access FEMA Courses by clicking on the appropriate link in this box. From the course page that displays, you may download course materials for study at your leisure.
When you are ready to start the course, click on the appropriate link in the "Take this Course" block.  Follow instructions carefully until you are done. Allow about three hours for this process. This process will take you through the course lessons, test and registration process. Follow instructions precisely and DO NOT take any shortcuts. Read ALL instructions very carefully so that you do not make mistakes requiring you to have to start over.

When you have completed the course, test and registration, you will receive an email confirmation that you have completed the course. Follow instruction in this email to print your completion certificate. Bring this certificate to a squadron meeting for your records.

Completion of a FEMA course does not automatically update your CAP records at eServices. You must log onto eServices and enter your completion date in the appropriate SQTR for the FEMA Course that you completed. On the Evergreen Composite Squadron website, look in the lower right of the homepage for a document entitled "How to Enter ES Tasks into SQTR's".  Follow the instructions in this document. Each FEMA Course has its own SQTR for this purpose.
