Reporting:

Knock once.  When you are told to enter, move as if marching at attention.  Take most direct route to officer.  Halt 2 paces from the officer or desk.  Salute saying, “Sir/Ma’am, Cadet (name) reporting as ordered!”  Hold salute until officer returns it.  When leaving, salute, take a step back, and salute again.  When returned, “about face” and exit.

Grade is the insignia that you wear, rank is the position you hold in a squadron.

Public displays of affection detract from military bearing.

Minimum cadet uniform is short sleeve “blues” shirt, dark blue trousers, blue belt with silver buckle, flight cap, low quarter shoes, and black socks.

Self-discipline means that you do a task because you see that it needs to be done, not because you are told to do it.

Integrity is the strict adherence to a code of conduct; one word: “Honor.”

Five aspects of followership introduced in this chapter include respect for authority, positive attitude, integrity, self-discipline, and listening.
